Also, please know that the Board 
 aware that this decision affects not only students and their families, but 
culty as well. Attrition or the natural moving of faculty may allow all who 
sire to stay, the opportunity to continue at Gateway. Over the years, our 
hool has been blessed with a wonderful dedicated faculty.
